OES Policy Council Meeting – April 27 – 28, 2010

The OES Policy Council welcomed Nick Wallace (OH) to its membership.  The following topics resulted in action items or decisions.

EDS

· Frank Waligorski will proceed with a RUSH request to have EDS installed on PHL RO OES PCs as a pilot test.
· George Stamas will forward Bob Cottrell’s e-mail regarding updates on the EDS system to the Policy Council. 

· Tom Gallagher will contact ‘Alex’ of the PMP to inquire on the status of online EDS training they are developing.  [The PMP responded that training has not been held in 1.5-2 years and that the existing training in EDS is currently scheduled for redevelopment.]
Private sector estimates

Laurie Salmon will inform the States about the upcoming data release, the most likely levels of detail that will be released and develop a proper review period with State input, possibly in the form of an S-memo.

Healthcare Workforce

· States were asked to inform the OES PC of any requests information regarding the healthcare workforce that come to their attention.

· Tom Gallagher will send George Stamas some material for the conference on the title V healthcare act.

SOC 2010 based estimation

The Policy Council consensus was to use all 6-panels of data, as members stated they would rather lose a few detailed occupations (due to rollups) than have significantly less data in all occupational estimates.

Green Jobs

Tom Gallagher will forward his comments on the Federal Register notice to the committee.  

Tri-fold low cost form

The consensus from the Policy Council seemed to be that the unattached-sheet-forms in the prototype form were considered unacceptable.

Improving Timeliness of OES

· The consensus appears to be that State ‘coordinated collection’, where particular States are assigned to collect the data from a given company for all States, is something OES should examine in detail. 

· George Stamas will draft statements for a two-tiered AAMC option for removing the panel collection overlap.

· Policy council members will ask States that already use pre-notification postcards to send their examples and experiences to Carrie Jones for review.

· Darragh Huggins, Mike Polzella and Nick Wallace will write an e-mail that Policy Council members can use to canvas both current postcard- and non-postcard-using States to work with Carrie Jones on developing the postcard.

· Policy Council members should forward any SPAM QA tests known to cause a significant number of false positives to their RO for review.

County code on address label

Carrie Jones will examine the possibility of adding the county code to the industry label.

Feedback on imputation

· Mike Strople will solicit volunteers for a workgroup on examining new imputation procedures through the regional offices.

· Laurie Salmon will create a statement of work for the workgroup and obtain comments on it from the Policy Council.

OES National Meeting

OES will rearrange the national meeting schedule to move the regional meetings later in the week (by swapping current day 1 and day 2 activities).

Training Needs

Mike Strople will examine options for telephone / reluctance training.
