1. Redesign Team Reports
· Process Team
· The subcommittees continue to work on requirements in accordance with the iteration schedule.  A spreadsheet was created to track the requirements workload distribution for the subcommittees.

· The subcommittees continue to meet via WebEx and face-to-face meetings to accomplish their work.

· Many Process Team requirements proposals have been approved by the Oversight Team and provided to Utah.  Other proposals are close to completion and will be sent to the Oversight Team when ready.  Some big items being worked on include the predecessor/successor edits and the employment edit.
· Data Products Team
· Two requirements proposals (queries and RDAT support) were recently approved by the Oversight Team and provided to Utah.  The Utah development team had some feedback on the query requirements, which is being worked through.

· A non-economic adjustment requirements proposal is being reviewed by the Program Manager.
· The team is getting feedback from States on additional products.
· BLS is considering the implementation of QCEW seasonal adjustment at BLS rather than in the States.

· Utah (Development Team)
· Iteration 1.06 will be released concurrently with 1.07 on February 18th.  This is due to many Test States having difficulty with installing 1.05, with some still working on it.
· Draft hardware/software requirements have been prepared and forwarded to the national office for review.
· Implementation Team
· A subgroup of team members continued to work on UI extract documentation.  There are some predecessor/successor questions to resolve.  A joint WebEx meeting of the extract subgroup and the Process Team’s Predecessor/Successor and Multis Subcommittee is being planned to address these issues.
· The team reviewed the regional office responses to the user documentation survey.  They were similar to the earlier State responses with ROs needing access to the documentation outside the system.  The team hopes to soon begin work on drafting user documentation requirements.

· The team continues to work on a system implementation timeline and related issues.  This includes examining what information and possibly decisions are needed to guide this planning.
2. Green Jobs
· BLS reviewed the coding of units in NAICS 221119 (Other Electric Power Generation) and found many inaccurate codes.  BLS is planning to review/correct inaccurate Utilities NAICS codes and will share them with the States.
3. FY 2011 Work Statement

· BLS reviewed the FY 2011 Work Statement and does not expect much change.  They plan to share a draft with the Policy Council in the next couple weeks.
4. Face-to-Face Policy Council Meeting
· A face-to-face Policy Council meeting is being planned for March 24-26 (half days on the 24th and 26th) in Scottsdale, Arizona.  An agenda will be circulated for review and to help with travel approvals (done on 1/22).
· Regarding a 2010 QCEW State Technicians Meeting, the current leaning is to hold one in September in the Eastern US (e.g., Charleston, Savannah, Clearwater Beach).
