1. Regions 4 and 10 Vacancies Filled – Welcome New Members

· Lorie Gordon (Florida) and Brynn Keith (Alaska) joined the Policy Council, filling the vacancies left by Berin Linfors (North Carolina) and Greg Weeks (Washington).

2. Redesign Team Reports
· Implementation Team
· With the UI extract data elements proposal being approved by the Oversight Team, a subgroup of the team continues to work on guidelines for the States.  States will not be required to change their UI extracts for the Redesign; the existing WIN and EXPO UI extract formats can be used.

· Following up on the completed State survey, the user documentation survey was delivered to regional offices via Zoomerang and closed on November 20th.  The team plans to review the results at an upcoming WebEx meeting.

· Process Team
· The subcommittees continue to work on requirements in accordance with the iteration schedule.  Seven Process Team requirements proposals were recently approved during an Oversight Team WebEx meeting.  Other proposals are close to completion and will be sent to the Oversight Team when ready.
· The subcommittees continue to meet via WebEx and face-to-face meetings to accomplish their work.
· Details about all of the work the team has been doing can be found in the status report, which is available on the Redesign Project webpage.

· Utah (Development Team)
· Utah released Iteration 1.05 to the Test States on December 14th.  There have been some glitches reported with the installations that are being worked out.
· Glen clarified that the new system will accept the old EXPO and WIN UI extract formats or they could be converted before loading (outside the system), whichever works better for the particular State.

· Data Products Team
· A few requirements (non-economic adjustment, queries, and RDAT support) have been submitted to the Program Manager for his review.

· The team is reassessing their approach to new products given the feedback they received at the September face-to-face Policy Council meeting.

3. Green Jobs

· BLS will be vetting its environment-sector definition through BLS and DOL soon.
· Two opportunities for collaboration were raised:
· Perform an organized review of the industry coding quality for utilities (a key industry for alternate energy).
· Results from similar tasks being done by various States and BLS could be shared or the work could possibly be segmented.
4. FY 2011 Work Statement

· There will be no formal proposal until the President’s budget is released in February.

5. Data for Transportation Research Board

· Rick discussed a data request from the Transportation Research Board and mentioned that he planned to share some tabulations on MEEI coding with the Policy Council.

6. Face-to-Face Policy Council Meeting
· A face-to-face Policy Council meeting is being planned for March 24-26 (half days on the 24th and 26th) in Scottsdale, Arizona.  Redesign team co-chairs will be invited.  An agenda will be circulated for review.  The Utah Developers will also report on the State System Redesign as well as show a demo of the new system so far.  Redesign co-chairs should notify Craig Offutt if they plan to meet in Scottsdale prior to the meeting.
